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	The first topic to be discussed in the China cabinet is the one child policy. The issue of class based lenience of the one child policy because of the current 4-2-1 crises whereas the one child has to support both the child’s parents and the grandparents.  Both the issue of mistreating the middle class or the issue of supporting the lower class been brought up because the wealth class would get the benefits of class based lenience. Forced adoption was also proposed as it would be a dual solution to both the problem of unwanted kids in China and the one child policy by Secretary Zhou Yong Kong and Delegate Lin Yandong. However, the debate was momentarily paused to discuss the recent crisis that came up.  

The Chinese news agency has discovered that there was illegal birth clinics owned by Indian decent has been operating in Chinese territory. The first solution that was proposed was a military enforcement of Chinese laws to get rid of the illegal birth clinics. The violation of national sovereignty as brought up by the director of foreign affairs, Yang Jiechi, was used as a blueprint for discussion in the cabinet. Although there was a mutual agreement on the use of police forces, there was disagreement on the size of military that should be used and whether there should be a cooperative effort. Initially, there was a discrepancy within the cabinet if the Indian government supported the birth clinics. Collaborative efforts between the Indian and Chinese cabinet resolved any discrepancies between the two cabinets. Foreign minister Yang Jiechi and a delegate from the Indian cabinet switched cabinets to answer any questions that either cabinet had regarding the position of the other cabinet.

 After the start of communications between the Indian and Chinese cabinets, there were confirmations that the Indian government did not support the birth clinics. The Indian cabinet proposed a large corporate tax on the birth clinics to diplomatically solve the issue at hand. The Chinese cabinet did not agree with this solution and wanted trials of the Chinese citizens who took part in the birth clinics. The right of the Chinese cabinet to pursue the Indian owners of the birth clinics because the owning of the birth clinics was not against Indian corporate laws. There was a unanimous decision to the response to the crisis at hand and the debate moved back to the policy of the one child policy. 

After the debate topic changes, the directive was finalized very quickly regarding the one child policy and there was unanimous agreement at the directive proposed.
